HOW MUCH CAN | CONTRIBUTE? DEADLINES

MORE OF WHAT YOU EARN

The cost of day care for children or supervision for an aging parent can be a significant expense for
many families. Use your DCFSA to pay for out-of-pocket eligible expenses tax-free.

Use DCFSAs to pay for qualifying expenses incurred to help you and your spouse go to work, study, and look for a job. Only a
DoD civilian or a uniformed service member can sign up for the DCFSA offered by the Department of Defense via FSAFEDS.

A FEW THINGS TO CONSIDER

+ Both you and your spouse must have earned income for your household to be eligible.

+ If the lower earning spouse’s earned income is less than $5,000, your family's maximum contribution is limited to the
amount of the lower earning spouse’s income.

+ Your tax filing status will affect the amount you are able to elect in your DCFSA. If you are married filing jointly, you may
contribute up to the maximum of $5,000 per household into your DCFSA. If you are married filing separately, you may only
contribute up to $2,500 per taxpayer.

+ If you are a full-time student or incapable of self-care, for purposes of DCFSA eligibility, you are considered to have $250
per month in earned income for your first dependent, and up to $500 per month in earned income if you have two or more
dependents.
